Proposal for the manual

II Overview of CO activities in universities (see Michael’s paper on CO on ALPINE home-page) with case studies of current practice illustrating different parts of the overview.

Tasks: 
(1) Michael will revise his paper slightly by the end of January.
(2) All group members will first read Michael’s paper and then either rewrite their existing case study (UHA, Tartu, Abo and Ljublana) or write case study to illustrate some part of the paper (e.g. regional co-operation across borders, co-operation between university and local adult education institution etc). If possible at least one case study is expected from each group member. Case study is ca half page – max 1 page long. Please indicate the place in Michael’s paper that your case study is referring to. Please submit the case study by the end of February to group4 list (ALPINE-ICT@JISCMAIL.AC.UK) – in order to motivate each other and give good examples. 
III Overview of ICT-based teaching/learning and how it helps to include more adults to the universities (see Jyri’s paper on ICT on ALPINE home-page) with case studies of current practice (ICT- based learning for adults) illustrating different parts of the overview, and national/university reports on ICT-based teaching/learning.

Tasks: 

(1) Jyri will revise his paper by the end of January.

(2) All group members will first read Jyri’s paper and then either pick some case study from their national/ university report (Finland, UHA, Tartu, Abo, Lund, Belfast, and Ljublana) or write case study to illustrate some part of the paper (e.g. why is ICT-based teaching used in your university - university ICT policy; examples of using some specific technology). If possible at least one case study is expected from each group member. Case study is ca half page – max 1 page long. Please indicate the place in Jyri’s paper that your case study is referring to. Please submit the case study by the end of February to group4 list (ALPINE-ICT@JISCMAIL.AC.UK). 

(3) All group members will either review (and rewrite) or write national/university report on ICT-based teaching. National report should consist of following parts (if possible): (a) context of ICT-based teaching/learning (national /university policy, regulations; infrastructure; reasons to use ICT-based teaching etc); (b) who are the main target groups of ICT-based teaching: ICT and adult education?; (c) organisation of ICT-based teaching – how it is linked to organisation of adult education; (d) problems of ICT-based teaching generally and specifically for adults; (e) SWOT of ICT-based teaching (f) references and links to important web-pages. Please submit the national report by the end of February to group4 list (ALPINE-ICT@JISCMAIL.AC.UK).
