· Reflective report identifying skill development (750-1,000 words)
· Validation of experiences (See note re validation pg.3)

· CV and covering letter articulating skills developed (See note re CV pg.3)  

Section 2: Experience to be considered for Degree Plus
This should comprise at least two options from your involvement in extra-curricular activities.

Give an outline of the experience you wish to submit for Degree Plus.  This may comprise a brief outline of your employer/activity and where the experience took place.  You may wish to describe the main areas of work/activity undertaken, for example, job duties or outlining your role in sports, clubs, societies, volunteering or International experience.

It would be expected that your involvement in an activity would be substantial and support the development of a professional ethos, career management and employability skills.  

  Limit this section to not more than 500 words. (Please note on this section word count)
Section 3: Reflection on Personal and Career Development through Experience:  
In this section we want you to show us what you have learned from your experience, how you have developed personal and employability skills and discuss the skills you have developed.  It may be helpful for you to think about your experience using the Kolb’s learning cycle below:
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In writing about your experience demonstrate how you have learned about your own strengths and weaknesses, how you developed skills (state which skills you feel you developed and how), the impact of experience on your future career, this may be about career choice but may include material on, for example, features of your ideal job such as project work, working with others, working independently.

In order to be awarded the Degree Plus Award, candidates must clearly demonstrate the experience submitted has led to personal and career development; has facilitated the development of employability skills and has helped you to make plans for the future.  
You should use the “Learning from my Degree Plus Experience” space below to provide an account of your experience and learning resulting from it.  Your report should be a minimum of 750 words and no more than1,000 words. Please input word count.
It is recommended that section covers: 

· Activity
· Roles and Experiences

· Enhanced benefits to you

· Impact on careers planning and CV
