
Summer film events that support primary levels KS1 & KS2

QFT has planned two morning school screenings as part of its schools enrichment programme. The first of these is The March of the Penguins (U) at 10.30am on Thursday 15th June. There will be an introduction to the film, and the event will end at 12.10pm.
The film tells the incredible story of the emperor penguins’ remarkable winter journey across the ice deserts of Antarctica to their traditional breeding ground. Thousands of penguins abandon their ocean homes to make this journey to ensure the survival of their species. It is the first feature-length film to look at the extraordinary struggle and triumphs of the emperor penguin in its natural environment and was filmed over 13 months on location in the Antarctic, so covers a full year’s cycle of the penguins in their natural habitat. Directed by French scientist Luc Jacquet this film is dubbed into English, with narration by Morgan Freeman.  The running time of the film is 85 minutes.
The film The March of the Penguins  has supporting teaching materials for the following subjects areas: Geography, Science, PSHE, Citizenship and Literacy for KS1-3.

Also arranged for schools on Tuesday 27 June at 10.30am. is a very rare opportunity to see two of the great Buster Keaton’s comedies from the 1920’s on the big screen.  QFT will be showing two of his films Paleface (20 mins) comedy starring Buster Keaton who encounters a tribe of Indians who have been swindled out of their land by an oil company, and who are ready to take it out on the first outsider to enter their village. + The Navigator  again starring Buster Keaton who also directed this film is about two spoiled rich people who find themselves trapped on an empty passenger ship (75 mins). Both films are silent and shot in black and white, with added soundtrack and sound effects. Supports KS2 literacy.
