Developing a rich mobile interface to academic research literature

	Project Description: 

The modern scientist who wants to keep up-to-date with the latest developments in their research field faces an overwhelming deluge of published research. In the biological and medical sciences, for example, there are over 75,000 research papers published every month. Finding the most relevant and most important papers to read and study in such an environment is a daunting, yet critical, task.
In this project, you will build a support tool that helps researchers access research literature in a convenient way on mobile phones. This will involve processing published paper pdfs and extracting information in a meaningful way (e.g. identifying, title, authors, abstract, and figure captions). Information about citations, citation counts, author websites and citation networks can also be uncovered and incorporated into the data that is stored for each paper. We will then build a simple web interface that allows users to search and access the data.



	Objectives:

· Process the text and figures embedded in PDFs.
· Segment articles into their meaningful components (title, authors, abstract, citations)

· Gather useful meta-data for each paper

· Build a simple website to present this data in a mobile-friendly, easy to navigate way.



	Academic Requirements:

The scheme is open to all EEECS Undergraduates (apart from students on the BIT degree pathway and students who are due to graduate this summer)
