CAS Issuing

There will be 2 options for students:

Option 1: Single CAS issued by INTO Queen'’s for the relevant Pre-Sessional
Course only — 48 Hour Standard Turnaround *

*Please note students will be required to renew their visa for their degree course once their Pre-
sessional course is completed.

Option 2: Integrated CAS issued by INTO Queen’s in conjunction with
Queen’s University Admissions for the Pre-sessional + Substantive Degree
programme, Queen’s University Belfast will normally adhere to a 5 working
day turnaround.

In order to qualify for an Integrated CAS the students must only have one
English Language condition outstanding on their offer letter issued by
Queen’s University Belfast.
