PAYMENT OF TUITION FEES

All International students must fulfil
financial arrangements at registration
before commencing study at the
University. The options available to pay
tuition fees are:

- pay the full tuition fee on enrolment,
by credit/debit card, by bank transfer
or by sterling cheque, or

- sign up to a Direct Debit and make a
minimum 25% payment at enrolment,
followed by three monthly payments,
in November 2018, January and
March 2019.
