The recipients are determined on the basis of their three best A-Level uniform marks and the onus will be on each applicant to submit the documentary evidence of their uniform marks for AS and A2 Level with this application to the Student Guidance Centre by 4.00 pm on Wednesday, 16 October 2019.
Awards will be made by the University’s Scholarships and Awards Group in November 2019.  
Payment of the first instalment of these scholarships will be made at the beginning of Semester 2, subject to confirmation of satisfactory academic performance and conduct in Semester 1.  Subsequent instalments of tenured scholarships will be made in Semester 1 each year, following confirmation of continuing student status.

Queen’s University A-Level Entrance Scholarship Competition – Available Awards

Sullivan Scholarship (1 award)
Awarded to the highest placed applicant overall in any Faculty.  The Scholarship is valued at £2,400 over three years, i.e. £800 per annum for three years.
David Russell Lappin Scholarship (1 award)
Awarded to the highest placed applicant overall in any Faculty.  The Scholarship is valued at £1,800 over three years, i.e. £600 per annum for three years.

John Sinclair Porter Scholarship (2 awards)
Awarded to the two applicants placed second and third in the annual Entrance Scholarship competition. The Scholarship is valued at £1,800 over three years, i.e. £600 per annum for three years.

Megaw Scholarship (1 award)
Awarded to the top placed son/daughter of an Ulster farmer and who is under 20 years of age when sitting their A-Levels. The Scholarship is valued at £1,500 for one year only.

Pakenham Scholarships (2 awards) 

Awarded to the top applicants entering the (pre-1998) Faculty of Science and the (pre-1998) Faculty of Arts. These Scholarships are not tenable with any other Entrance Scholarship award.  The Scholarships are valued at £600 over three years, i.e. £200 per annum for three years.  
Sullivan (RBAI) Scholarship (1 award)
Awarded to a former pupil, of at least three years’ standing, of the Royal Belfast Academical Institution, to the top entrant entering an honours (or joint honours degree) in any subject.  The Scholarship is valued at £600 over three years, i.e. £200 per annum for three years. 

Reid-Harwood Scholarship (1 award)
Awarded to the top placed applicant, showing proficiency in two modern languages (French and German or any two modern languages taught at the University), who is enrolled in an Honours degree in a modern language(s). The Scholarship is valued at £2,400 over three years, i.e. £800 per annum for three years.
Dunwoody Scholarships (2 awards)

Awarded to a former pupil of the three Christian Brothers Grammar Schools (CBS) in Northern Ireland (St Mary’s, Belfast; Abbey, Newry and Omagh), who is the top student entering a BSc or four year MSc/MEng programme in Mechanical and Aeronautical Engineering; Electrical Engineering or Civil Engineering, and to the top student entering an honours (or joint honours) course in Mathematical Studies; Physics or Chemistry or Chemical Engineering. (Listed in order of preference). In the event of there not being a suitable candidate in either group the Committee may award a second scholarship from the other group.
