Appendix 7

Relevant Conduct and the Harm Test

Relevant Conduct is 

i. conduct which endangers a child/vulnerable adult or is likely to endanger a child or vulnerable adult;

ii. conduct which, if repeated against or in relation to a child/vulnerable adult would endanger that child/vulnerable adult or would be likely to endanger him;

iii. conduct involving sexual material relating to children (including possession of such material);

iv. conduct involving sexually explicit images depicting violence against human beings (including possession of such images), if it appears to the ISA that the conduct is inappropriate;

v. conduct of a sexual nature involving a child or vulnerable adult, if it appears to the DBS that the conduct is inappropriate.

Definition - A person’s conduct endangers a child/vulnerable adult if s/he

a. Harms a child or vulnerable adult;

b. Causes a child or vulnerable adult to be harmed;

c. Puts a child or vulnerable adult at risk of harm;

d. Attempts to harm a child or vulnerable adult; or

e. Incites another to harm a child or vulnerable adult

The Harm Test
The harm test is satisfied if the relevant person believes that an individual may;

i. harm a child or vulnerable adult;

ii. cause a child or vulnerable adult to be harmed;

iii. put a child or vulnerable adult at risk of harm;

iv. attempt to harm a child or vulnerable adult; or

v. incites another to harm a child or vulnerable adult
