Study Exchange Funding
International Mobility Grant funding potentially provides financial support for all full-time students

• Funding sources include UK Government (Turing Scheme), Irish Government and Queen’s

• Funding paid to you by Global Opportunities in two instalments
•     2025-26 rates (per month)

 Approx £420 or £360* depending on country. (Grouped by cost of living)

* students going on a study placement to Switzerland will get their international mobility grant from the Swiss government via their host university

• Be prepared to cover some costs up front – helps cover some costs
• Requires the return of funding documents 
• Additional funding available for students from a Widening Participation background.

International Mobility Grant Funding 
examples
Example 1 (year-long placement)
• Student going to Germany on a 250-day placement (Group 2 country/Low cost of living) 

 = £12 per day x 250 days = £3,000
• Student going to Germany on a 250-day placement from a disadvantaged background

 = £16 per day x 250 days = £4,000 + travel costs of up to £250 + visa costs = £4,250

Example 2 (semester long placement)
• Student going to USA on a 100-day placement (Group 1 country/High cost of living)

 = £14 per day x 100 days = £1,450
• Student going to USA on a 100-day placement from a disadvantaged background

 = £18 per day x 100 days = £1,800 + travel costs of up to £745 + visa costs = £2,545

These are approximate figures and are subject to change.
