It is your responsibility to discuss with your Queen’s International Exchange Advisor the courses you will take and the assessment procedures to be used for outgoing students at the host university before your departure and to include these details in the Learning Agreement
Students are required to complete a Learning Agreement prior to their departure from Belfast. This form must be countersigned by your Queen’s International Exchange Advisor and the equivalent person at your host university, and returned to the Global Opportunities Team.
You should ensure that you enrol for the correct number of credits at your host university. Most European universities use ECTS (European Credit Transfer System) and a full-time workload for one semester is 30 ECTS credits. If you are studying in Canada, you will normally enrol for 12 credits per semester. If you are studying in Australia, you will normally enrol for 30 units per semester. If you are studying in the USA, you will normally enrol for 12 credits per semester.

International Exchange Advisers will receive from the host university a transcript of the courses undertaken and marks attained by each of his/her students. The transcript will then be forwarded to the Board of Examiners in your Queen’s School who will determine how the marks obtained are incorporated into your degree programme.
