Who’s Eligible:
The experience, though open to all levels of QUB undergraduate and postgraduate students from any degree discipline, is ideally suited to Level 2 students.   Students should have a demonstrable high level of academic achievement with a minimum of 320 UCAS tariff points (ie ABB at A Level, no specific subjects) as this is required by the London Law Firms.
Workplace Learning Certificate: Requirements for attainment include; sharing your experience through dissemination activity on campus, a written assignment to include pre tour preparation, personal reflection of the experience and post tour applied learning will qualify for the Queen’s Career Management and Employability Skills (Workplace Learning) certificate and accreditation by Degree Plus.
Cost:
Minimum £150 student contribution. Further contribution will be made by the School of Law and Careers, Employability and Skills (includes flights, airport transfers and accommodation). The top 24 applications will be offered a place on the programme.
A non-refundable deposit required by Monday 1st December 2014 (£50).
Full payment required by Monday 5 January 2015
