	Conclusions: Level of regret was low overall. Health anxiety was the only significant predictor of regret, with men with higher anxiety reporting higher levels of regret than men with low anxiety (OR=3.04, 95% CI 1.58, 5.84).

	What this means for the service





	Men with high health anxiety may especially benefit from careful counselling before and after prostate biopsy.
