	[bookmark: _GoBack]Prostate Cancer (PCa) survivors who retire early following diagnosis do not report worse urinary or bowel problems compared to men remaining in employment. However, we identified clinical (late stage disease, urinary and or bowel problems, multiple comorbities) and sociodemographic factors (higher deprivation) which increased unemployment risk in PCa survivors

	What this means for the service





	Targeted support and engagement with PCa survivors at risk of unemployment, including their families and employers, is needed.
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
