	[bookmark: _GoBack]The strongest associate with Qualtiy of Life (QOL) was fear of recurrence (β = −.29; P < .001). Survivors who experienced side effects that were worse than expected had significantly lower QOL (β = −.10; P = .002). Other significant correlates of lower QOL were presence of comorbidities, having undergone a less invasive treatment, and having more advanced disease. Working at diagnosis and having a higher level of education were significantly associated with higher QOL. 

	What this means for the service





	Providing survivors with more information about possible adverse effects of treatment, as well as providing appropriate information regarding future disease progression, may improve QOL.
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
