Emotions can be understood as discrete mechanisms produced by evolution in order to shape behaviour in systematic ways.  Investigating our panhuman emotional architecture is complicated, however, by the extent to which cultures differentially highlight or ignore various facets of emotional experience. This talk will explore how cross-cultural comparison can illuminate the evolution of emotions. Focusing on examinations of shame and pride in an Indonesian fishing village and a Californian urban area, I will argue that an evolutionary perspective sheds light on the history of our species, importantly including the development of our capacities for, and reliance on, both socially-transmitted information and cooperation.
