Commissioning/Sealability Testing of Containment Level 3 Laboratories





Upon commissioning of a CL3 facility, tests to assess the sealability of the facility should be performed and it should not be used to handle hazard group (HG) 3 pathogens until sealability has been confirmed. In addition to commission testing, an ongoing programme of formal assessment should be undertaken to ensure that the sealable status of the facility is maintained. (At least annually)
