12.2
Full-time students
Maximum: full-time students must normally submit a thesis for examination within three years of first registration as an undifferentiated research student. The School Postgraduate Research Committee may grant an extension of time so that the thesis is submitted within four years of the date of first registration as an undifferentiated research student. In exceptional circumstances an extension beyond four years may be allowed.

Minimum: full-time students may not submit a thesis within two years of the date of first registration as an undifferentiated research student.

12.3
Part-time students
Maximum: part-time students must normally submit a thesis for examination within six years of first registration as an undifferentiated research student. The School Postgraduate Research Committee may grant an extension of time so that the thesis is submitted within eight years of the date of first registration as an undifferentiated research student. In exceptional circumstances an extension beyond the eighth year may be allowed.

Minimum: a part-time student may not submit a thesis within four years of the date of first registration as an undifferentiated research student. Special arrangements apply to part-time research students who are employed by the University as contract research assistants. Provided they have the support of their supervisor and the approval of the School Postgraduate Research Committee, such students may submit after a minimum period of three years from the date of first registration as an undifferentiated research student.

11.1
Full-time students
Maximum: full-time students must normally submit a thesis for examination within three years of first registration as an undifferentiated research student. The School Postgraduate Research Committee may grant an extension of time so that the thesis is submitted within three years of the date of first registration as a research student. In exceptional circumstances an extension beyond three years may be allowed.
Minimum: full-time students may not submit a thesis within one year of the date of first registration as a research student.

11.2
Part-time students
Maximum: part-time students must normally submit a thesis for examination within four years of first registration as an undifferentiated research student. The School Postgraduate Research Committee may grant an extension of time so that the thesis is submitted within six years of the date of first registration as an undifferentiated research student. In exceptional circumstances an extension beyond the sixth year may be allowed.

Minimum: a part-time student may not submit a thesis within two years of the date of first registration as a research student.
