DeepInter: Applying Deep Learning for Early Childhood Intervention

	Project Description: 

Artificial Intelligence (AI), especially deep neural networks (DNNs), has achieved human-level performance on a series of long-standing tasks, including playing GO, classifying clinical images and debate. With the even broader deployment of AI on various applications, it is expected to replace (part of) human decision making for professional tasks covering a wide range of social spectra. In DeepInter, we focus on the deep learning assistant for early childhood intervention problem.
Thanks to the large amount of publicly available data collected during the past decades, it makes the deep learning approach to modelling the early childhood intervention become realistic. In this project, we will utilize such open data corpus to train a deep neural network for the early childhood intervention task. DeepInter represents the emerging application of deep neural networks in our society that is human data centred, highlighting the great sensitivity on privacy, security and ethnical use of data.

	Objectives:

To train a deep neural network classifier using the early childhood intervention dataset available online.
