	Project Description: 

Food recommender systems play an important role in assisting users to 

identify the desired food to consume. Deciding what food to eat is a complex and 

multi-faceted process, which is influenced by various factors such as the ingredients, 

appearance of the recipe, user's personal preference on food, and various contexts 

like what had been eaten in past meals. In this project, we study the food recommendation 

problem as user preference modelling and prediction via statistical machine learning on 

recipes based on three key factors that determine a user's choice on food, 1) 

the user's (and other users') history; 2) the ingredients of a recipe; 3) the descriptive 

visual image of a recipe and 4) health information about the food released via social media (e.g.,twitter).
