INDEMNITY

Indemnity for trainees in the hospital system will be met by the relevant Trust, as is normal practice.  GP trainees will meet their own Indemnity costs, due to the 45% banding supplement which GP trainees receive until they complete training (CCT).  However, after the CCT date, Indemnity costs will be paid for from the CATP budget but payment of the 45% banding supplement will be not continue.
