Session 1: Imaginative use of the interactive whiteboard to enhance whole-class teaching

Session 2: Creating and using audio for teaching and learning languages
Digital audio can be used to develop both listening and speaking skills more effectively than ever before. A microphone, headsets and a computer are the basic tools for recording, and editing software (Audacity) is free and easy to master.  Voice recordings can be used by teachers in a range of contexts, from presentations to podcasts. Pupils can work with audio to perfect pronunciation, to practise dialogues, to explore grammar themes and to develop speaking skills in creative activities.

Session 3: Video for languages: the potential of digital video for engaging pupils and changing learning
Creating videos has never been simpler. Mobile phones and digital cameras with video facilities are now a part of everyday life for pupils and teachers. Schools often own camcorders. Editing software is readily available, and, in the case of Windows Movie Maker, free and easy to use. The process of creating video develops language and other skills, promotes creative freedom and responsibility, motivates pupils and raises the status of Languages in the school community. 
Today’s session examines the case for video creation and related issues. Case studies from CILT projects will be shown.

Session 4: New technologies and language learning

The growth of new Web 2.0 technologies in recent years has opened the door to ways of working with ICT to enable pupils to learn more effectively and to take more responsibility for their learning and be more creative. Blogs, and wikis allow teachers and pupils to contribute directly to web pages, whether to share ideas and tips in the case of teachers or to develop writing and creative skills in the case of pupils. Podcasts, audio recordings posted to the Internet, can be created and used by teachers and pupils alike. Social networking sites for pupils promote collaboration, help develop language skills and enable sharing in intercultural project work. 
Virtual Learning Environments (VLEs) can be used to change the context in which teaching and learning takes place. Online learning materials, online assessment and collaborative tools such as discussion boards are some of the many features of VLEs which  can make learning more flexible and more personalised.
